Free PC software
During commissioning as well as in daily operation you will find the free PC software a valuable tool. The software provides you:

Plant overview - a graphic presentation of your application presenting breaker status, main readings of the AGC, etc.

Overview of set-points - a table-like presentation of the set-points of the AGC.
Up-/download of settings - allowing you to enter the settings of your AGC in the PC software and upload them to the unit. You can as well download the settings from the unit to the PC.
Trending - a customiseable log of the most important readings (voltages, etc.). The logging of the values can be set to be as detailed as one reading every 0.5 second.
History of alarms - provides you instant overview of which alarms have taken place when, etc.
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Remote control via world wide web
Truly remote communication and control of your AGC is possible due to the optional built-in webserver.
Choosing this feature your gen-set is always as near as the nearest PC connected to the internet.

Besides a customiseable plant status overview the www communication also provides the possibility of remote start/stop, relaying alarms to personnel on ‘remote’ duty, via e-mail, cellular phone, etc.
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
